Section 10. The road-side entrance to the inn is decorated with an ornate bamboo trellis
decked with a three-strip hanging flag, a characteristic feature of wine shops at the time.
Across the street is a restaurant, where two donkeys rest as their owner adjusts the load
on the center-wheeled wheelbarrow they are pulling. On the water are more barges. One
man stands at the mast of the boat in the foreground gesticulating to the crew. Below
him an open window shows a woman with a small child on the left. A tow-line extends
left from the mast, inviting the viewer to continue unrolling the scroll. The painter’s
command of detail is so great that he shows the shrouds towards the back of the boat
pulled tight while those to the front sag slightly.
