Section 24. The massive tavern continues into this section, where its sign says
“Wholesaler” ( ER, a category for first-class establishments, without giving its actual
name. To the left of the sign, several vendors sell snacks, and a sign above identifies a
lamb shop owned by the Sun family (%%i}?__—,‘). On the left corner of the inn a storyteller
regales a small crowd of literati. Just behind him four horses pull a wheeled cart. At the
top left is a cloth store, with a forward-wheel wheelbarrow in the upper left corner.

Two shops in the foreground have signs. One is a hotel, “Lord Wang’s Inn—Suitable for
Long Stays” (A {+ F & #} &%) while the other advertises the “Li Family Shipping Com-

pany” (2 5 & & [5).
